	Are we getting shots today?

	Answer
	[Ages 11-12] Normally 11 & 12 year olds get at least 3 shots, but your doctor (or nurse) will let you know what your child needs today.

	Answer
	[Ages 13+] I’m not sure. You can ask your doctor (or nurse) if your child is due for shots today.

	What do you think about the HPV vaccine?

Should I get the HPV vaccine?

	Answer
	Our practice strongly recommends the HPV vaccine for cancer prevention. Your doctor or nurse can answer any questions you have about it.

	Is the HPV vaccine safe?

	Answer
