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Hold messages are a great way to turn wait time into a time for educational opportunities about adolescent vaccinations.  Here are some messages your practice can use for hold lines.

· If you haven’t already vaccinated your sons and daughters against HPV, it’s not too late.  Ask your doctor at any appointment about getting HPV vaccine to protect your child from HPV-related cancers later in life.  Take advantage of any visit to the doctor – such as an annual well child checkup, sports physical, or sick visit and ask about HPV and other shots your preteen needs.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Any visit to the doctor from annual well-child checkup, sports physical or sick visit can be a good time for preteens to get their recommended vaccinations. There are four recommended vaccinations to help protect your child, their family and friends. While your child should get the flu vaccine every year, Tdap, HPV, and Meningococcal vaccines should be given when kids are 11 – 12 years old. Ask your doctor or nurse about the vaccines your preteen needs to protect them against serious diseases.

· Did you know that both boys and girls need to get HPV vaccine with they are 11 or 12 years old? Each year, about 17,000 women and 9,000 men are affected by the cancers caused by HPV.  You can protect your child with the HPV vaccination. If your child hasn’t started or finished the HPV vaccine series, make an appointment with your doctor today! Now is the perfect time to ask about HPV vaccine for your preteens.

· As you prepare your preteen for back-to-school, protect their health by getting them vaccinated. All boys and girls who are 11 or 12 years old should be getting vaccines to help protect them against HPV cancers, tetanus, diphtheria, pertussis, and meningitis. Talk to your doctor or nurse about recommended vaccinations and protect your preteen.
